PORTLAND
MAINE (KPWM)

The Portland City Airport is located 2 3/4 mles
west of the site of the forner city office. The
surrounding country is nostly open, rolling and
sl oping generally toward the Fore River, a body of
bracki sh water about 1,000 feet wide at a distance
of about I/2 mile fromthe station and form ng one
boundary (north through east) of the field. The
airport is about 51/2 nmiles west-northwest of the
open ocean. A slight rise reaching an elevation
of 100 feet, lying northwest of the field, cuts

down the wind slightly fromthat direction. The
ol der portion of the city is situated on a hill
rising abruptly fromsea level to 170 feet, | 1/2

mles east of the airport and on the opposite side
of the Fore River. A line of low hills southeast
of the airport, near the ocean, which reach a
maxi mum hei ght of 160 feet, shuts off sight of the
ocean fromthe airport. Sebago Lake with an area
of 44 square mles is situated about |5 mles to
the northwest and 45 niles farther are the Wite
Mount ai ns, averaging 3,000 to 5,000 feet in
hei ght .

As a rule, Portland has very pl easant sunmers and
falls, cold winters wth frequent thaws, and
di sagreeabl e springs. Very few summer nights are
too warm and humid for confortable sleeping.
Autumm has the greatest nunber of sunny days and
the least cloudiness. Wnters are quite severe,
but begin late and then extend deeply into the
normal springtine.

Heavy seasonal snowfalls, over 1 00 i nches,

normal ly occur about each 10 years. True
blizzards are very rare. The Wite Muntains, to
the northwest, keep consi der abl e snow from
reaching the Portland area and al so npderate the
tenperature. Nornmal nonthly precipitation is
remar kabl 'y uni form throughout the year.

Wnds are generally quite light with the highest
velocities being confined nostly to Mirch and
Novenber. Even in these nobnths the occasional
northeasterly gales have wusually lost nmuch of
their severity before reaching the coast of Mine.

Tenperatures well below zero are recor ded
frequently each winter. Cold waves sonetines cone
in on strong winds, but extrenely | ow tenperatures
are general ly acconpani ed by |ight w nds.

The average freeze-free season at the airport
station is 139 days. Md-May is the average
occurrence of the last freeze in spring, and the
average occurrence of the first freeze in fall is
| ate Septenber. The freeze-free period is |onger
in the city proper, but may be even shorter at
suscepti bl e places further inland.

Dai |y maxi mum tenperatures at the present airport
site agree closely wth those near the forner
intown of fice, but mninumtenperatures on clear,
qui et nmornings range as much as |5 degrees |ower
at the airport.
