Reddi ng, the county seat of Shasta County, is |ocated
on the Sacramento River, at the extreme northern in
of California's rich Central Valley. It is often
referred to as "The Hub Gty of Northern California"
because of it's strategic, central |ocation

The portion of the Sacramento Vall ey where Reddi ng
lies is bounded in three directions by severa
mountai n ranges. The Trinity Muntains, to the Wst,
are generally 4,000 to 5,000 feet in elevation, but
with peaks to near 7,000 feet. To the north, the
sout hern portion of the Cascade Range forns a | arge
part of the very rugged terrain. To the east, the
northern slopes of the Sierra Nevada donminate. The
el evation of that portion of the Valley where
Redding lies is about 500 feet.

The configuration of the nountains on either side of
the Sacranento Valley forns a funnel that results in
a concentration of precipitation near the upper end
of the valley during periods of winter stornms with
sout herly w nds.

Wnters are cool and wet, with the ngjority of rain
falling during the nonths from Novenber through
April. Normal rainfall for Redding is over 33 inches
Snowfal |, while unusal, does occur but sel dom renains
on the ground for nore than a day.

Summers are hot and dry. Daily highs over 100 degrees
are common, and 110 degrees is not unusal. Wat
little rainfall occurs during the sumers are from
the occasional thunderstorm

Wnds are profoundly influenced by the nountains in
the area. The general north-south orientation of the
maj or nmountain chains reduces east-west air flowto a

mninmum Prevailing winds are fromthe north or
northwest, and to a | esser extent, fromthe south or
souheast .
