SAVANNAH
GEORGIA (KSAV)

Savannah is surrounded by flat terrain, low and
marshy to the north and east, and rising to
several feet above sea level to the west and
south. About half the land to the west and south
is cleared and the other half is woded and

swanpy.

The area has a tenperate clinate, with a seasonal
low tenperature of 5l degrees in wnter, 66
degrees in spring, 80 degrees in sumrer, and
66 degrees in autum. The |owest tenperatures
are bel ow 10 degrees and the hi ghest tenperatures
are about |00 degrees.

The normal annual rainfall is about 49 inches.
About half falls in the thunderstorm season of
June 15 through Septenber I5. The remui nder,
produced principally by squall-line and frontal

showers, is spread over the other nine nmonths with
a mnor peak in March. Considerable periods of
fair, mld weather are experienced in Cctober,
Novenber, April, and to a less extent, in Muy.
Snow is a rarity and even a trace does not occur
on an average of once a year. The heaviest
snowfalls are under 5 inches. Severe tropical
storms affect this area about once in ten years.
Rai nfall fromthese storns constitute the heaviest
sustai ned precipitation. Accurulations exceeding
22 inches have occurred.

The present exposure of the thernmonmeters gives
readings nore nearly comensurate wth those of
suburban street |evels of Savannah than was the
case of previous |locations atop various buil dings.
During that time, especially on still, clear
ni ghts, tenperatures near the ground and in | ower
inland areas were as nmuch as |5 degrees |ower than
the official |ow tenperature. Present differences
on conparabl e nights range from3 - 8 degrees.

Sunshine is adequate at all seasons and sel dom are
there two or nore days in succession wthout it.
Sea- and | and-breeze effect is usually not felt in
Savannah, though it is a daily feature on the
nearby islands. Dry, continental air masses reach
this area in summer nostly by sliding down the
Atl antic coast and giving cool er northeast winds.
Such nmasses reaching this area fromthe northwest
or west in sumrer bring nostly clear skies and
hi gh tenperatures.

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
Novenber 15 and the average |ast occurrence in the
spring is March 10.
