FLORIDA (KTPA)

Tanpa is on west central coast of the Florida
Peni nsula. Very near the Gulf of Mexico at the
upper end of Tanpa Bay, land and sea breezes
nodi fy the subtropical climte. Maj or rivers
flowing into the area are the Hillsborough, the
Al afia, and the Little Mnatee.

Wnters are mld. Summers are long, rather warm
and humi d. Low tenperatures are about 50 degrees
inthe winter and 70 degrees during the summer

Afternoon highs range from the low 70s in the
winter to around 90 degrees from June through
Sept enber. Invasions of cold northern air produce
an occasional cool wnter norning. Freezi ng
tenperatures occur on one or two nornings per year
during Decenber, January, and February. In sone
years no freezing tenperatures occur. Tenperatures
rarely fail to recover to the 60s on the cooler
wi nter days. Tenperatures above the Iow 90s are
uncommon because of the afternoon sea breezes
and thunderstorns. An outstanding feature of the
Tanpa climate is the sumrer thunderstorm season

Most  of the thunderstorns occur in the late
afternoon hours from June through Septenber. The
resul ting sudden drop in tenperature from about 90
degrees to around 70 degrees nmkes for a pleasant

change. Between a dry spring and a dry fall, sone
30 inches of rain, about 60 percent of the annua
total, falls during the summer nonths. Snowfall is

very rare. Measurable snows wunder 1/2 inch have
occurred only a fewtimes in the | ast one hundred
years.

A large part of the generally flat sandy |and near
the coast has an elevation of under 15 feet above
sea level. This does nake the area vulnerable to
tidal surges. Tropical storns threaten the area on
a few occasions nbst years. The greatest risk of
hurricanes has been during the nonths of June and
Cctober. Many hurricanes, by replenishing the
soil moisture and raising the water table, do far
nmore good than harm The heaviest rains in a
24-hour period, around 12 inches, have been
associ ated with hurricanes

Fittingly naned the Suncoast, the sun shines nore
than 65 percent of the possible, with the sunniest
months being April and May. Afternoon hunmidities
are usually 60 percent or higher in the summer
nmonths, but range from 50 to 60 percent the
remai nder of the year

Ni ght ground fogs occur frequently during the
cooler winter nonths. Prevailing winds are
easterly, but westerly afternoon and early evening
sea breezes occur nost nonths of the year. W nds
in excess of 25 nph are not common and usually
occur only wth thunderstorms or tropi cal
di st ur bances

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
Decenber 26 and the average |ast occurrence in the
spring is February 3
