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VERO BEACH
FLORIDA (KVRB)

Vero Beach is located on the southeast coast of
Florida, separated fromthe Atlantic Ccean by the
Inland Waterway and a narrow i sl and of fshore. Its
climate is strongly influenced by this maritinme
|l ocation. Tenperatures in sumer rarely reach 100
degrees. The average nmaxi mumtenperature in July
and August is about 90 degrees. In wnter the
average mininmumtenperature is slightly above 50
degrees with record lows near 20 degrees. On
average, only one day a year experiences freezing
tenperatures, usually in January.

Rai nfall occurs in all seasons but npost abundantly
in summer when showers are common. Thunderstorns
are present approximately 70 to 80 days a year

Monthly precipitation anpbunts in winter are about
hal f those in sumer, and are due in part to cold
frontal systens traversing the region. Throughout

the year, relative humidity at 7 AM tends to
range from80 to 90 percent. The 1 P.M humdity
ranges from60 to 70 percent wth [Iower values
occurring in mdafternoon when tenperatures are
the highest.

Vero Beach lies at the northern boundary of a
tropical rainy region. Wthin that region during
summer and fall there may be hurricane activity.
O those hurricanes that pass close to Vero Beach

many nove northward offshore, some cross the
peni nsul a of Florida noving generally eastward but
bei ng weakened by their passage over land, and
sone enter the coastal area from the Atlantic
Ccean. The frequency of the latter group has been
smal |, about 5 in 114 years
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
