VALENTINE
NEBRASKA (KVTN)

Val entine, |ocated near the northern edge of the
Sandhills and cattle country of Nebraska, is near
the extreme northern border of the state. The
city liesin the valley of the Nobrara R ver,
a branch of the Mssouri River, about 160 mles

above the junction with the Mssouri. It is the
county seat of Cherry County and had its begi nning
inthe fall of 1882. The name, Valentine, was

selected for the new town in honor of Congressnan
E. K Val enti ne, who represented the Third
Congressional District of which Cherry County was
a part.

The inland location offers a wde variety of
weat her. The high afternoon tenperatures during
the two warnest nonths, July and August, average
nearly 90 degrees and the corresponding humdity
averages about 40 percent. Unconfortably warm
nights are few wth low nobrning tenperatures
aver agi ng about 60 degrees. The tenperature sel dom
reaches 100 degrees or nore during the sumer. The
two col dest nonths are January and February. The
m ni num t enperature generally reaches -20 degrees
or col der once each winter.

Val entines |location frequently places it in the
path of cold Canadian air nmass outbreaks during
the cold season, alternating with mld, dry air
novi ng across the Rockies fromthe Pacific. One
or two bitterly cold days wusually occur each
wi nter when the tenperature will stay below zero
throughout the day. Blizzards are not frequent,
but at least one is likely each winter season. An
occasi onal severe blizzard occurs about once in
every three or four winters. Blow ng and drifting

snow reduce visibility to zero and bring outdoor

activities and travel to a conplete stop. Li ves
may be lost for anyone caught away from shelter,
and there is wusually loss of [livestock which

varies with the intensity and duration of the
storm Tenperatures bel ow 32 degrees have occurred
as late as md-June and as early as early
Septenber, and | ow tenperature records in the 30s
have occurred during the sumer with |ight frost
in |low places. However, these are rare occurrences
and tenperatures below 50 degrees are not comon
in July and August.

About 65 percent of the annual precipitation falls
during the growi ng season, My through Septenber,
and is predomnantly the nighttime thunderstorm
type with June being the wettest nonth.

The spring and fall seasons have nostly pleasant
days, with the fall season having the nost uniform
character with lighter winds and gradually falling
tenperatures as the season progresses. In the
spring the weather s wi ndy and extrenely
variable, with sumrer-1ike days mixed with sone of
cold of winter. The w dest extremes of tenperature
occur in March.

Sone of the dammgi ng weat her elenments other than
bl i zzards, are high w nds, which dig blow outs in
the sand hills, and an occasional hailstorm
Danege fromhail is not extensive and confined
nostly to buildings and gardens since the area is
nmostly prairie. Floods are unknown. Tornadoes
occasionally occur but seldom do nuch danmmge
because ranches and towns are widely scattered.
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
