The Youngstown Municipal Airport is located in
northeastern Chio approxinately 8 mles north of
the city of Youngstown in Trunbul | County.
Airport elevation is |,178 feet, about 200 feet
hi gher than nost communities in the Mhoning and
Shenango River Valleys. There are numer ous
natural and man-nmade | akes in the regi on
including Lake Erie, 45 mles to the north
Drai nage fromthe area fl ows southward through the
Mahoni ng and Shenango Rivers which join to form
the Beaver River at New Castle, Pennsylvania. The
Beaver enpties into the Chio River at Rochester
Pennsyl vani a

This entire area experiences frequent outbreaks of
cold Canadi an air masses which may be nodified by

passage over Lake Erie. This effect produces
wi despread cl oudi ness especially during the coo
nmonths of the year. The wnter nonths are

characterized by persi st ent cl oudi ness and
intermttent snow flurries. The daily tenperature
range during nost wnter days is quite small
During nost winters, the bulk of the snow falls
as flurries of 2 inches or less per occurrence
al t hough several snowstorms per year will produce
amounts in the 4- to |10-inch range

Destructive storns sel domoccur, and tornadoes are
not common. During recent years flood contro
projects have all but elimnated the threat of
serious river flooding. Flash flooding of smal
streans and creeks rarely affects residentia
areas. Certain communities have well known areas
of urban flooding during periods of prolonged
heavy thunder st orns.

The climate of the Youngstown district has had an
important role in the growth and devel opment of
this industrial area. Tenperatures seldom reach
extreme values especially during the  summer
nont hs. However, high humdity during nost days of
the year tends to accentuate the tenperature
Rai nfall, reasonably well distributed throughout
the year, provides a nore than adequate supply of
water for agriculture, industrial, and residentia

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
Cctober 14 and the average |ast occurrence in the
spring is May 6
