The boundary between the Piednmont Pl ateau and the
Coastal Plain, known as the Fall Line, crosses the
Savannah Ri ver basi n in a gener al
nort heast - sout hwest direction near August a,
Georgia. The Weather Service Ofice at Bush Field
is located in t he Savannah Ri ver Val | ey
approximately 2 mles west of the river and 203
m | es above the nouth of the Savannah. Hills sone
200 feet higher than the station are f ound
slightly nmore than 1 mle to the west and
approximately 4 mles to the southwest, and sone 5
mles to the south and southeast. Swanpl and is
found imedi ately to the north, east, and south of
the station.

The length of the growing season averages 241
days. The average |ast occurrence in the spring
of tenperatures of 32 degrees is mid-Mrch, and
the first in the fall is md-Novenber.

Measurable snowis a rarity and then renains on
the ground only a short tine. lce storns,
damagi ng wi nds, and very |ow tenperatures are al so
of rare occurrence.

Augusta has been protected, to a great extent,
from flooding of the Savannah River by the
construction of two multipurpose dans. The dark
H 1l Damis located 21.7 niles above the city and
Hartwel | Dam has been constructed 89 niles above
August a.
