The airport is located on Stratford Point, a
peninsula jutting out into Long Island Sound.
Station instrumentation is |ocated approximately 1
mle fromthe sound. Land around the airport is
flat, with narshes to the south. The terrain is
of glacial origin, rising in a rolling, nostly
wooded manner, to the foothills of the Berkshires,
30 niles to the north and northwest.

Cities in close proximty to the station are
Bri dgeport, Fairfield, and MIford, while Danbury,
New Haven, Norwal k and Stanford are | ocated within
a 35-mle radius.

The nost pronounced topographical effect is the
| and-sea  breeze, an occurrence general |y
associated with the spring through early autum
nont hs.

Mean nonthly tenperatures during the sunmer nonths
average 3 to 5 degrees lower than nearby inland
stations because of the sea- breeze ef fect.

I sl and Sound.
Wnter snowfall is generally around 10 inches |ess

than areas a fewmles inland, also due to the
proximty of the station to Long |sland Sound.

One of the hazards along the coastal areas is the
flooding of lowlying areas (usual ly during
periods of high tide) wth the approach of
sl ow novi ng deepeni ng low pressure syst ens,
resulting in 3 to 5 feet higher tides than normal.
