COLUMBUS
GEORGIA (KCSG)

Col unbus is |located on the Chattahoochee River at
the western boundary of Georgia, about 225 niles
west of the Atlantic Ccean and 170 miles north of
the Gulf of Mexico. Elevation of the ground above
sea |l evel ranges from200 to 500 feet and effects
of terrain on the weather are negligible. The
climate is that of the humd southeast, wth
pronounced naritine effects at some periods, and
equal |y pronounced continental effects at others.

Annual rainfall is variable, the nonths of highest
rainfall are generally March and July, and the
driest are usually Cctober and Novenber. Heavy
m dsummer rainfall is comonly the result of
frequent |ocal thunderstorns. Heavy rains which
occasionally come in autum are likely to be due
to @ulf or Caribbean hurricanes noving inland near
the Col unbus area.

Snow i s rare, but alnpbst every winter sees a few
snowf | akes falling in the area and occasionally a
nmoderate to heavy snowfall is experienced.

The coldest nmonth is wusually January and the
warmest i s usually July.

Most days in summer will have a high tenperature
of 90 degrees or nore, but few wll reach
100 degr ees. During nmany winters the mninum
tenperature does not drop below 20 degrees, but
about one year in ten it will drop to 10 degrees
or | ower.

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
Novenber 9 and the average |l ast occurrence in the
spring is March 21.
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
