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DEL RIO
TEXAS (KDRT)

Del Riois located on the Rio G ande River, on the
western tip of the Balcones escar prent , in
sout hwest Texas. Elevation is near 1,000 feet and
varies little within the city but rises to 2,300
feet in the northern part of the county. Regional
agriculture is chiefly wool and nmohair production
to the north and west of Del Rio and garden crops
to the southeast. Lake Amistad, a reservoir of
65, 000 surface acres, lies 10 mles west of Del
Ri o.

The climate of Del Riois sem-arid continental.
Annual precipitation is insufficient for dry
farm ng. However, San Felipe Springs and the Rio
Grande provide adequate water for irrigation
farmng. Over 80 percent of the average annual
precipitation occurs fromApril through Cctober.
During this period, rainfall is chiefly in the
formof showers and thunderstorns, often as heavy
downpours, resulting in flash flooding. The snall
amount of precipitation for Novenber through March
usual ly falls as steady |ight rain.

Hail occurs in the vicinity of Del R o about once
per year and reaches severe proportions about once
every five years. Sleet or snow falls on an
average of once a year, but frequently nelts as it
falls. A snowfall heavy enough to blanket the
ground only occurs about once every four or five
years, and sel domrenai ns nore than 24 hours.

Tenperature averages indicate mld wnters and
quite warmsumrers. Cold periods in wnter are
ushered in by strong, dry, dusty north, and
nor t hwest w nds known as nort hers, and
tenperature drops of as nuch as 25 degrees in a
few hours are not uncommon. Cold weather periods
usual ly do not last nore than two or three days.
Tenperatures as |low as 32 degrees have occurred
as early as Cctober and as late as March. Nornal
occurrences of the earliest freezing tenperature
in autumm and the latest in spring are early
Decenber and md February, which results in
an average growi ng season of 300 days. Hot
weather is rather persistent from late My to
m d Septenber and tenperatures above 100 degrees
have been recorded as early as March and as late
as Cctober. Low humdity and fresh breezes tend to
al l eviate unconfortabl e condi tions usual l'y
associ ated with high tenperatures. The nmean early
norning humdity is about 79 percent, and the nean
afternoon humdity is near 44 percent.

Clear to partly cloudy skies predom nate, and even
in the nore cloudy winter nonths, the nean nunber
of cloudy days are |less than the nunber of clear
days.
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
