Hunbol dt Bay is one-quarter nmile north and one
mle west of the station. There are no hills in
Eur eka of any consequence. The |and sl opes upward
gently fromthe Bay toward the Coast Range, which
begins about 3 nmiles east of the station and
reaches the top of its first ridge approximately
10 miles to the east. The elevation of the ridge
is 2,000 feet and extends in a semcircle from a
point 20 miles north of Eureka to a point 25 miles
sout h.

The climate of Eureka is conpletely maritine with

high humdity prevailing the entire year. There
are definite rainy and dry seasons. The rainy
season begins in October and continues through
April, accounting for about 90 percent of the

annual precipitation. The dry season from My
t hrough Septenber is marked by consi derable fog or
| ow cl oudiness that usually clears in the late
norni ng and sunny weather is generally the case
during the early afternoon hours

Tenperatures are noderate the entire year
Al though record highs have reached the nid 80s
and record |ows near 20 degrees, the usual yearly
range is fromlows in the mid 30s to highs in the
md 70s.

The principal industries are |unbering, fishing

tourism and dairy farmng. There is very little
truck farm ng due to the | ow tenperatures and | ack
of sunshine, however, the climate is nearly idea

for berries and flowers.
