INDIANA (KFWA)

Fort Wayne is located at the junction of the St

Marys, St. Joseph, and Mauree Ri vers in
nort heastern | ndi ana. The surrounding area is
generally level south and east of the city.
Sout hwest and west, the terrain is sonewhat
rolling, while to the northwest and a few niles
north fromthe city, it beconmes quite hilly. The
hi ghest point in the general area is about 40
mles due north of Fort Wyne, near Angola
Indiana. At this point, the elevation rises to
|,060 feet above sea |evel

The climate is representative of northeastern
Indiana and is influenced to sone extent by the
Great Lakes. It does not differ greatly fromthe
clinmates of other mdwestern cities of the same
general latitude. Tenperature differences between
daily highs and lows are invigorating and average
about 20 degrees. The average occurrence of the

last freeze in the spring is late April, and the
first freeze in the fall is md-Cctober, naking
the average freeze-free period |73 days. The

length of the growing season is favorable for
the maturing of all crops and vegetables nornally
grown in the m dwest.

Annual precipitation is well distributed, wth
sonewhat |arger nonthly amounts falling in late
spring and early sunmer. Damagi ng hail stornms
occur at an average of about twice a year. One of
the nost notable stornms caused severe damage to
property, nany thousands of trees, and power and
tel ephone lines in the area. Severe flooding has
al so occurred in the area. Snow usually covers the
ground for about 30 days during the wi nter nonths

but heavy snowstorns are not frequent.

Except for the considerabl e cloudiness that occurs
during the winter nonths, Fort \Wayne enjoys a good
m dwest ern average sunshine. Heavy fog occurrence
is infrequent.
