ALASKA (PAHO)

Honer Airport is located at the head of Coal Bay,
on the north shore of Kachemak Bay just to the

east of its confluence with Cook Inlet. The
shoreline to either side of the station curves
toward the north, such that water lies wthin a

mle to the south, west and east. To the northwest
through northeast the ground has a gradual rise to
500 feet at a distance of 1 1/2 nmiles and then
rises abruptly to 1,000 feet at a distance of 2
mles from the station. The nearest 1,500-foot
elevation in this direction is Lookout Muntain, 4
mles to the north and northeast. The nearest
2,000-foot elevation lies about 12 nmiles to the
sout heast across Kachenmak Bay, in the foothills of
the Kenai Muntains. The width of the bay in this
direction is approximately 9 mles. Conti nui ng
sout heast ward beyond Kachemak Bay, at a distance
of 15 to 20 niles, is the ridgeline of the
nor t heast - sout hwest oriented Kenai Muntains wth
el evations of 4,000 to 6,000 feet.

The climate of Honer is mari ne but with
precipitation amounts nodified by the Kenai
Mountai ns. The annual precipitation is reduced
when air being lifted over nountains |eaves nost
of its noisture on the wi ndward side. For this
reason the usual Qulf Coast anmpbunt of near 60
inches is reduced to less than half that anount.
The relatively | ow annual snowfall is a reflection
of the mld wi nter t enper at ur es. Oten
precipitation will begin as snow but turn to rain
shortly afterwards. The occurrence of the
heaviest nonthly anmounts during the fall and
winter nonths is the result of the increased
frequency of storms into the Wstern @lf of
Al aska during those nonths.

Tenperatures experienced at Homer are nore nearly
representative of mari ne climte t han is
precipitation. Wnters are mld, seldom getting
col der than zero, and summers are cool wth the
maxi mum t enper at ure sel dom goi ng above 70 degrees.
The growi ng season is about 100 days.

Surface winds at the station are seldom strong
even in winter. However, a short distance to the
sout heast, over Kachemak Bay, and to the west over
Cook Inlet, wnd speeds requiring warnings to

small craft are fairly conmmon in wnter and
summer .
The occurrence of a thunderstormis rare. Heavy

fog is infrequent and of short duration, but
patchy ground fog is comon in spring and fall.
