PUEBLO
COLORADO (KPUB)

The city of Pueblo is located about 40 mles
east - sout heast of the Royal Gorge, at the junction
of the Arkansas and Fountain Rivers. The
nmountai ns west of the city extend from within 25
mles to the southwest to about 35 niles to the
northwest. Lake Pueblo, the |argest body of water
in southern Colorado, is located 7 mles west of
the city and provides a variety of water sports
fishing, picnicing, and a wildlife preserve. The
countrysi de surroundi ng Puebl o consists of rolling
pl ains, broken by normally dry arroyos, and is
generally treeless, covered mainly wth sparse
bunchgrass and occasional cacti. The business
section of the city is 4,663 feet above sea |evel
The National Weather Service Ofice is |located at
Puebl o Menorial Airport, 6 niles east of the
Puebl o Post O fice, and about 1 1/2 niles north of
the Arkansas River. Terrain at the airport is
relatively flat, and from50 to 100 feet above the
river. The air quality in Pueblo is rated the
best of large Colorado cities along the front
range

The climte is semi-arid and nmarked by Ilarge
daily tenperature variations. The tenperature
reaches 90 degrees or nore about half the tine
during the sumer, but thanks to the low relative
hum dity, the heat is not oppressive. Summer
nights are invariably cool since nountain breezes
prevail fromshortly after sunset to about noon

the followi ng day. The sun shines about 76 percent
of the tine. Wnter is conparatively mld due to
t he abundant sunshine and the protection afforded
by the nearby nmountains. Tenperatures reach 50
degrees or higher in the winter. The tenperature
drops to zero or below about eight tines during
the winter. Cold spells are generally broken after
a few days by chinook wnds, a very dry, warm
downsl ope westerly w nd

The probability of nmeasurable precipitation in
summer is one day out of four and in wnter one
out of eight. Summer rains usually occur in the
formof afternoon thunderstorns. Bl owi ng dust
frequently devel ops during the spring nonths of
abnormal ly dry years, especially in areas where
dry farm ng has been attenpted

Agricul ture consists chiefly of cattle grazing on
the dry plains and irrigated farm ng near streans.

Sugar beets, corn, chili peppers, and nelons are
the nost inportant crops. In addition, a variety
of vegetables, from asparagus to zucchini, are

grown. Sone dry farming is attenpted, but the
extent of such operations is |limted by the annua
