BISMARCK
NORTH DAKOTA (KBIYS)

Bi smarck, the State Capital and County Seat of
Burl ei gh County, is located in south-central North
Dakota, near the center of North Anmerica. It is
on the east bank of the Mssouri Rver in a
shall ow basin 7 mles wide and 11 mles |ong.

The Weather Service Forecast Ofice is |located at
the Minicipal Airport approxinmately 2 mles
sout heast of city center. It is alnpbst entirely
surrounded by lowlying hills. The closest hills,
3 mles to the north, and other hills 5 mles to
the southeast, are about 200 to 300 feet high.
West across the Mssouri River the land is nore
hilly and 300 to 600 feet higher.

The climate is sem-arid, typically continental in
character, and invigorating. Summers are warm
but there are not many hot days, and very few hot
and hum d days. Wnters tend to be long and quite
cold, but there are plenty of mld days to nake
wi nter weather pleasant nuch of t he time.
Sunshi ne i s abundant, averaging 2,700 hours out of
a possible 4,470 hours.

More than 75 percent of annual precipitation falls
during the six nmonth period from April through
Sept enber, and nearly 50 percent during My, June,
and July. Snow has been reported in all nonths
except July and August. Three inches or npbre can
be expected on about three days each year.

Mbst sumrer precipitation occurs during
thunderstorns in the late afternoon and evening.
Thunder st orms occur on about 34 days each year,
acconpani ed by hail on two or three of the days.
A daneging hailstorm is experienced about once
every ten years. Tornadoes are rare, but damaging
wi nds occasionally occur with the heavi er
t hunder st or ns.

The winter season usually begins in |late Novenber
and continues unti | late Mar ch. W nter
precipitation is nearly all inthe form of snow
and is often associated with strong winds and |ow
tenperatures. This conbination produces wnter
stornms and occasional blizzards that nmust never be
taken lightly. A severe blizzard lasting two or
three days may be expected every few years. But
several tinmes each winter stornms lasting a few
hours occur in which drifting snow can make travel
difficult and even block roads. A stalled
motorist can be in serious trouble if he is not
prepared with adequate winter clothing and sone
ki nd of emergency provisions. A notorist nust
never | eave his vehicle in a blinding snowstorm as
he can easily becone |ost.

The tenperature range fromsunmmer to winter is
very large and typical of the Northern Geat
Plains. The average freeze-free period is 134
days, frommd-May to | ate Septenber.
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
