VERMONT (KBTV)

Burlington is located on the eastern shore of Lake
Chanpl ain at the wi dest part of the I|ake. About
35 mles to the west lie the highest peaks of the
Adi rondacks, while the foothills of the Geen
Mountains begin 10 niles to the east and
sout heast .

Its northerly latitude assures the variety and
vigor of a true New England climate, while thanks
to the nodifying influence of the | ake, the nany
rapi d and nmarked weat her changes are tenpered in
severity. Due to its location in the path of the
St. Lawrence Valley storm track and the |ake
effects, the city is one of the cloudiest in the
United States.

Lake Chanpl ai n exercises a tenpering influence on
the local tenperature. During the wnter nonths
and prior to the | ake freezing, tenperatures al ong
the |l ake shore are often 5-10 degrees warner than
at the airport 3 1/2 nmiles inland. At the airport
the average occurrence of the last freeze in
spring is around May |0th and that of the first in
fall is early Cctober, giving a growi ng season of
| 45 days. This location is justly proud of its
delightful sumer weather. On average, there are
few days a year with maxima of 90 degrees or
hi gher. This npbderate summer heat gives way to a
cool er, but none the less pleasant fall period,
usual ly extending well into Cctober. H gh pressure
systens noving down rapidly fromcentral Canada or
Hudson Bay produce the col dest tenperatures during
the winter nonths, but extended periods of very
cold weather are rare.

Precipitation, although generally plentiful and
wel | distributed throughout the year, is less in
the Chanplain Valley than in other areas of
Vernmont due to the shielding effect of t he

nountain barriers to the east and west. The
heavi est rainfall wusually occurs during sumrer
thunderstorns, but excessively heavy rainfall is

quite uncommon. Droughts are infrequent.

Because of the trend of the Chanplain Valley
bet ween the Adirondack and Green Mountain ranges,
nmost  winds have a northerly or sout herly
conponent. The prevailing direction nmost of the
year is fromthe south. Wnds of damaging force
are very uncommon.

Snoke pollution is nearly non-existent since there
is no concentration of heavy industry here,
however, haze has been on the increase over the
years due to the large increase in industry to the
north and sout h. During the spring and fall
nont hs, fog occasionally forns along the W nooski
River to the north and east and may drift over the
airport with favorable w nds. In spite of the
hi gh percentage of cloudiness, periods of |ow
aircraft ceilings and visibilities are usually of
short duration, allowing this area to have one of
the highest percentages of flying weather in New
Engl and.
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
