CORPUS CHRISTI
TEXAS (KCRP)

Corpus Christi is located on Corpus Christi Bay,
an inlet of the Gulf of Mexico, in south Texas.
The climatic conditions vary between the hunmd
subtropical region to the northeast along the
Texas coast and the semi-arid region to the west
and southwest. Tenperatures at the International
Airport, which is about 7 miles west of downtown
Corpus Christi, may be substantially different
than those in the city during cal mw nter nornings
and during sumrer afternoon sea breezes.

Peak rainfall nonths are May and Septenber. Wnter
nonths have the |east amounts of rainfall. The
hurricane season from June to Novenber can greatly
effect the rainfall totals. Dry periods frequently
occur. Several nonths during the years of record
have had no rainfall, or only a trace. Snow falls
on an average of about one day every two years.

There is little change in the day-to-day weather
of the summer nonths, except for an occasional
rai nshower or a tropical stormin the area. Hi gh
tenperatures range in the high 80s to md 90s,
except for brief periods in the high 90s. The
sea breeze during the afternoon and evening hours
nmoderates the summer heat. Low tenperatures are
usually in the md 70s. Mornings are generally
warm Surmmertine tenperatures rarely reach 100
degrees near the bay, but occasionally do in nost
other parts of the city. Tenperatures above 100
degrees are frequent about 30 to 60 mles to the
west and sout hwest. Summertime afternoons are nore
pl easant than nornings because they are wusually
clear and w ndy. In the summer season the
region receives nearly 80 percent of the possible
sunshi ne.

The fall nonths of Septenber and COctober are
essentially an extension of the sumrer nonths.
Novenber is a transition to the conditions of the

comng wnter nonths, wth greater tenperature

extrenes, stronger wi nds, and t he first
occurrences of northers. The wi nter nonths are
relatively mld, but with t enper at ur es

sufficiently low to be stimulating. Tenper at ures
bel ow 32 degrees sel dom occur near the bay, but
are nore frequent inland. January is the col dest
nmonth with a prevailing northerly wind. The nost
extreme cold weather, in which daytine highs
do not exceed 32 degrees, does not occur nore than
once every three or four years. The earliest
occurrence of a tenperature bel ow 32 degrees is in
early Novenber and the latest occurrence in the
spring is md to |late March.

Rel ative humi dity, because of the nearness of the
GQulf of Mexico, is high throughout the vyear.
However, during the afternoons t he hum dity
usual |y drops to between 50 and 60 percent.

Severe tropical storns average about one every ten
years. Lesser strength storms average about one
every five years. The city of Corpus Christi has
a feature not found in nost other coastal cities.
A bluff rises 30 to 40 feet above the level of the
| oW ands area near the bay. This serves as a
natural protection fromhigh water. Prot ection
for the nmain city is now furnished by sea walls.

Chief hurricane nonths are August and Septenber,
al though tropical storms have occurred as
early as June and as |late as Cctober. The npjority
of the stornms pass either to the south or east of
the city. Tornadoes are an infrequent occurrence
in the area, and hail occurs only about once a
year.
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
