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GREENVILLE-SPARTANBURG (GREER)
SOUTH CAROLINA (KGSP)

This station, three mles south of Geer, South
Carolina, is located in the Piednont section, on
the eastern slope of the Southern Appal achian
Mountains. It is rolling country with the first
ridge of the nountains about 20 miles to the
northwest and the main ridge about 55 miles to the
northwest. These nountains usually protect this
area fromthe full force of the cold air masses
whi ch nove southeastward from central Canada
during the winter nonths.

At present, the National Wather Service Ofice is
located at the Geenville-Spartanburg Jet Age
Airport, on a level with, or slightly higher than,
nmost of the surroundi ng countryside. No bodies of
water are nearby. Tenper at ur es are quite
consistent with those in Geer, Geenville, and
Spar t anbur g.

The el evation of the area, ranging from 800 to
1,100 feet is conducive to cool nights, especially
during the sumrer nonths. Wnters are quite
pl easant, with the tenperature renmining below
freezing throughout the daylight hours only a few
times during a nornal year. There are usually two
freezing rainstorns each winter and two or three
smal | snowst orms.

Rainfall in this section is usually abundant and
spread quite evenly through the nonths. Dr ought s
have been experienced, but are wusually of short
durati on.

The nmount ai n ri dges, whi ch lie in a
nort heast - sout hwest direction, appear to have a
definite overall influence on the direction of the
wind. The prevailing directions are northeast and
sout hwest, divided alnmost evenly, wth fall and
wi nter favoring northeast and spring and summer
favoring sout hwest . Destructive w nds occur
occasionally, while tornadoes are infrequent in
this vicinity.

In the southern two-thirds of Geenville and
Spartanburg Counties, including the cities of the
sane nanes, the average occurrence of the |ast
tenperature of 32 degrees in spring is late March
and the average occurrence of the first in fall is
early Novenber, giving an average grow ng season
of 225 days. In a normal vyear some flowering
shrubs bloom through the winter. |In the higher
elevations in the northern thirds of these
counties, the growng season begins about one
nonth | ater and ends about one nonth earlier.
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
