NORTH CAROLINA (KHSE)

Hatteras Island is the largest and easternnost
Island in North Carolina. The average elevation
of the Island is less than 10 feet above nean sea
level. It is separated fromthe mainland by the
Pamico Sound and is part of a chain of islands
known as the Quter Banks. The Island is narrow,
ranging froma few hundred yards wide to a few
mles wide and is about 54 miles |ong. Mich of
the island is a National Park and waterfow
reserve.

The Weather Office is located in the village of
Buxton about 1 mile west-northwest of the fanous
Cape Hatteras Lighthouse. Weat her observations
have been taken continuously since 1874 from
locations all wthin 10 mles of the present
stations |ocation.

Wth its nmaritine clinate, Cape Hatteras is very
hum d, with cooler summrers and warmer wi nters than

mai nl and Nort h Carolina. N nety degree
tenperatures are rare in sumer, as are the teens
in wnter. The average first occurrence of

freezing tenperatures is early Decenber, and the
average | ast occurrence is |ate February.

Average rainfall is greater than any other coastal
station in the state. Rainfall is rather evenly
distributed throughout the year, with the maxi num
during July, August, and Septenber. Snowfall is
rare and generally light, usually nelting as it
falls.

Wnter storms frequently breed of fshore where the
warm waters of the Qulf Stream and the sout her npst
penetration of the Labrador Current neet sonme 20
to 50 nmiles off the coast. Late summer and fall
tracks of tropical cyclones occasionally threaten
the island. These storns produce strong wi nds,
heavy rains and tidal flooding fromboth the ocean
and Pam i co Sound. Many ships have been |ost
near, or wecked on, the beaches of the island and
attest to the fury of wind and wave.

More than a million tourists visit the island each
year. The proximity of the gulfstream natural
beaches, excellent surf, and offshore fishing nmake
Cape Hatteras a preferred place for vacationers,
sportsnmen, and canpers. The surfing conditions
are said to be the best on the east coast.
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
