JACK SON
KENTUCKY (KJKL)

Jackson, County Seat of Breathitt County, is
located on the Ileading edge of the Eastern
Kentucky Coal Fields. The topography of Breathitt
County is nmountainous, with 80 to 90 percent of
the county area on a greater than 20 percent
sl ope. The county contains a mnimal portion of
level land. Alnpbst 80 percent of the land area is
conposed of slopes greater than 50 percent. The
hi ghest elevation is 1,547 feet above sea |evel.
The terrain slopes gently westward into the
beautiful Kentucky Bl uegrass Region. To the east
the mountains rise swiftly to heights of 4,000 to
5,000 feet above sea |evel.

The maj or industry in Breathitt County is coal.
In addition, the county is rich in such natural
resources as tinber, petroleum natural gas, sand,
and clay. The roughness of t he terrain
effectively limts farmng to small yields of
tobacco and garden veget abl es.

The climate of Jackson and Eastern Kentucky is
tenperate and well suited to a variety of plant
and animal life. There are no large bodies of
wat er cl ose enough to have any significant effect
on the climate. The North Fork of the Kentucky
Ri ver flows through Breathitt County westward into
the Kentucky River and eventually into the Ohio
Ri ver. There are numerous snall creeks and
streanms in the county. The steep slopes and
narrow valleys make these creeks and streans
especially prone to flash flooding during periods
of heavy rainfall.

Jackson is subject to sudden and | arge changes in
tenperature. Extrenes of cold and heat are rare
and usual ly of short duration. Tenperatures above
100 degrees or below zero are extrenely rare.
Average daily tenperatures range from about 32
degrees in the winter to the low 70s in the
sumrer, and in the low 50s during the spring and
fall months. January is the coldest nmonth with an
average tenperature of 31 degrees. The war nest
month is July, with an average tenperature of 73
degr ees.

Total annual precipitation for the Jackson area
averages nearly 44 inches and is fairly evenly
distributed throughout the year. The spring and
sunmmer seasons average nearly 12 inches each,
while winter averages 11 inches and fall slightly
over 8 inches. July is the wettest nonth with
an average of nearly 5 inches of precipitation.
Snowfall ampunts are variable and snow cover is
nornmally limted to only a few days at a tine.
