TEXAS (KSPS)

Wchita Falls is located in the West Cross Tinbers
subdi vi sion of the North Central Plains of Texas

about 10 nmiles south of the Red River and 400
m | es northwest of the nearest portion of the Qulf
of Mexi co. The topography is gently rolling
mesquite plain, and the elevation of the area is
about 1,000 feet.

This region lies between the hunmid subtropica
climite of east Texas and a continental climte to
the north and west. The climate of Wchita Falls
is classified as continental. It is characterized
by rapid changes in tenperature, large daily
and annual tenperature extrenes, and by rather
erratic rainfall

The area lies in the path of polar air nasses
whi ch nove down fromthe north during the wnter
season. Wth the passage of <cold fronts or
northers in the fall and wnter, abrupt drops
in tenperature of as much as 20 to 30 degrees
within an hour sonetinmes occur. Wile the area
is subject to a wide range of tenperature, winters
are on the whole relatively mld. January, the
col dest nmonth, has an average tenperature around
40 degrees. Sub-zero tenperatures occur about
once every five years

The summers in Wchita Falls are generally of the
continental climte type, characterized by |ow
hum dity and windy conditions. Tenperatures over
100 degrees are frequent during the conmon peri ods
of hot weather. July and August, the hottest
nonths, have average tenperatures in the niddle
80s.

The normal rainfall is nearly 27 inches per year

but the distribution is erratic to such an extent
that prolonged dry periods are common. Sever a

| akes in the area provide water for donestic

industrial, and irrigation purposes. The greater
part of the rainfall cones in the formof showers
rather than general rains. Over 75 percent of the
annual noisture occurs during the period fromlate
March to m d Novenber, but dry periods of three to
four weeks are to be expected during this tine
al nost every year. Wiile the dry conditions
materially affect agriculture in this region

conplete crop failure seldom results. Moder at e
flooding along Holliday Creek and the Wchita
Ri ver, which run through the city, occur about
once in each ten-year period. Snowfall, measuring
an inch or nore, occurs on average only two days a
year.

Wnd speeds average over 11 nph, and sout herly
winds prevail. Rather strong w nds are observed
in all nonths. Even though strong, gusty w nds

occur frequently, severe duststorns are rare
Most severe dust observed in the area is blown
in fromthe north and west.

The area around Wchita Falls enjoys excellent
avi ati on weat her. Flying activities are possible
on all but a very few days of t he year
Approximately 95 percent of the time the ceiling
is 1,000 feet or nore with visibility of 3 mles
or nore
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
