PENNSYLVANIA (KABE)

Allentown is located in the east central section
of the state and in the Lehigh R ver valley.
Twelve mles to the north is Blue Muntain, a
ridge froml,000 to |,800 feet in height. The
South Mountain, 500 to |,000 feet high, fringes
the southern edge of the city. QOherw se the
country is generally rolling with numerous small
streans. A nodified climate prevails.
Tenper at ur es are usual l'y noder at e and
preci pitation generally anple and dependable with
the largest anopunts occurring during the summer
mont hs when precipitation is generally showery.
General climtological features of the area are
slightly nodified by the nountain ranges so that
at times during the winter there is a tenperature
difference of 10 to |5 degrees between Allentown
and Phil adel phia, only 50 mles to the south.

The growi ng season averages 177  days, and
generally ranges fromI170 to 185 days. It begins
late in April and ends late in Cctober. The
average occurrence of the |last tenperature of 32
degrees in the spring is late April, and the
average first fall mnimum of 32 degrees is
m d- Cct ober .

Maxi mum t enperatures during nost years are not
excessively hi gh and tenperatures above |00
degrees are seldomrecorded. However, the average
humi dity in the valley is quite high, and conbi ned
with the nornmal sunmer tenperatures, causes
periods of disconfort.

Wnters in the valley are conparatively mld.
M ni mum t enper at ures duri ng Decenber, January, and
February are usually below freezing, but below
zero tenperatures are sel domrecorded.

Seasonal snowfall is quite variable. Freezi ng
rain is a coomon problem throughout the Lehigh
Val l ey. Snowstorms producing 10 inches or nore
occur an average of once in two years. The
accurul ati on of snowfall over the drainage area of
the Lehigh River to the north of Allentown,
conbined with spring rains, frequently presents a
flood threat to the city and surrounding area.
The valley is also subject to torrential rains
that cause quick rises in the river and feeder
creeks.

The area is seldomsubject to destructive storns
of large extent. Heavy  thunderstorns and
tornadoes occasionally cause damage over linmted
areas. An exception to the usual weather was the
stormthat battered the east coast on Novenber 25,
1 950, when gusts of 88 nph were observed at the
station.
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
