AMARILLO
TEXAS (KAMA)

The station is located 7 statute mles east
northeast of the downtown post office in a region

of rather flat topography. The Canadian River
flows eastward |8 miles north of the station, with
its bed about 800 feet below the plains. The

Prairie Dog Town Fork of the Red River flows
sout heastward about |5 mles south of the station
where it enters the Palo Duro Canyon, which is
about 1,000 feet deep. There are nunerous shall ow
Pl aya | akes, often dry, over the area, and the
nearly treel ess grassl ands sl ope downward to the
east. The terrain gradually rises to the west and
nort hwest .

Three-fourths of the total annual precipitation
falls fromApril through Septenber, occurring from
thunderstormactivity. Snow usually nelts within
a few days after it falls. Heavier snowfalls of
10 inches or nore, wusually wth near blizzard
conditions, average once every 5 years and |ast
2 to 3 days.

The Amarillo area is subject to rapid and |arge
tenmperature changes, especially during the wnter
nont hs when cold fronts from the northern Rocky
Mountain and Plains states sweep across the area.
Tenperature drops of 50 to 60 degrees within a 12-
hour period are not uncommon. Tenperature drops
of 40 degrees have occurred within a few m nutes.

Humi dity averages are | ow, occasi onal | y droppi ng
bel ow 20 percent in the spring. Low humi dity
moderates the effect of high summer afternoon
tenperatures, permits evaporative cooling systens
to be very effective, and provi des many pl easant
eveni ngs and ni ghts.

Severe | ocal storns are infrequent, although a few

thunderstorms w th damaging hail, lightning, and
wind in a very localized area occur nobst years,
usually in spring and summer. These storns are
often acconpanied by very heavy rain, whi ch

produces | ocal flooding, particularly of roads and
streets. Tornadoes are rare.

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
Cct ober 29 and the average |ast occurrence in the
spring is April 14.
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
