ATLANTICCITY
STATE MARINA (ATLN)

The Atlantic City State Mirina is |ocated on
Abescon Island on the southeast coast of New
Jersey. Surrounding terrain, conposed of tida

mar shes and beach sand, is flat and lies slightly
above sea |evel. The climate is principally
continental in character. However, the noderating
influence of the Atlantic Ccean is appar ent
t hroughout the year, being nore narked in the city
than at the airport. As a result, summers are
relatively cooler and wnters m | der t han
el sewhere at the same |atitude

Land and sea breezes, local circulations resulting
fromthe differential heating and cooling of the
land and sea, often prevail. These wi nds occur
when noderate or intense storns are not present in
the area, thus enabling the local circulation to
overcome the general wind pattern. During the
war m season sea breezes in the late norning and
af t ernoon hours prevent excessi ve heati ng

Frequently, the tenperature at Atlantic Gty
during the afternoon hours in the sumrer averages
several degrees |lower than at the airport and the
airport averages several degrees | ower t han
localities farther inland. On occasions, sea
breezes have | owered the tenperature as nmuch as 15
to 20 degrees within a half hour. However, the

maj or effect of the sea breeze at the airport is
preventing the tenperature fromrising above the
80s. Because the change in ocean tenperature
| ags behi nd t he air tenperature from
season to season, the weather tends to remain
conparatively mild late into the fall, but on the
other hand, warmng is retarded in the spring
Nornal ocean tenperatures range from an average
near 37 degrees in January to near 72 degrees in
August .

Precipitation is noderate and well distributed
throughout the year, with June the driest nonth
and August the wettest. Tropical storms or
hurricanes occasionally bring excessive rainfal

to the area. The bulk of winter precipitation
results from storms which nove northeastward
al ong or near the east coast of the United States

Snowfall is considerably less than elsewhere at
the sane latitude and does not renamin long on the
ground. Precipitation, often beginning as snhow,

will frequently becone mixed wth or change
to rain while continuing as snow over nor e
interior sections. |In addition, ice storns and

resultant glaze are relatively infrequent.
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
