BINGHAMTON
NEW YORK (KBGM)

Bi nghanton, in south central New York lies in a
conparatively narrow valley at the confluence of
t he Susquehanna and Chenango Rivers. Wthin a
radius of 5 mles, hills rise to elevations of
1,400-1, 600 feet above nean sea |evel. In the
spring, nelting snow, sonetines supplenented by
rainfall, occasionally causes flooding in the city
and al ong the streans. Less frequently, heavy
rains in the warmer nonths produce sone fl ooding.

The climate of Binghanton is representative of the
hum d area of the north-eastern United States and
is primarily continental in type. The area, being
adj acent to the so-called St. Lawence Valley
stormtrack, and also subject to cold air nmmsses
approaching from the west and north, has a
variable climate, characterized by frequent and
rapid changes. Furthernore, diurnal and seasonal

changes assi st in the production of an
invigorating climate. |In the warnmer nonths, it is
sel dom that either high tenperatures or humidity
becone depressing to humans. As a rule, the

tenperature rises rapidly to npderate daytine
levels with readings of 90 degrees or above
only a few days in any nonth. Summer nights are
sufficiently cool to provide favorable sleeping
conditions and relief fromthe heat of the day.

Wnters are usually cold, but not commonly severe.
H ghest daytine tenperatures average in the high
20s to low 30s, while the lowest nighttine
readi ngs average fromthe md-teens to |ow 20s.
Odinarily a few sub-zero readi ngs may be expected
in January and February, with a | esser nunber in
Novenber, Decenber, and March. The transitional
seasons, spring and autumm, are the nost variable
of the year.

Mbst of the precipitation in the Binghanton area
derives fromnoisture laden air transported from
the culf of Mexico and cyclonic systens noving
northward al ong the Atlantic coast. The annual
rainfall is rather evenly distributed over the
year. However, the greatest aver age nmont hl'y
anmounts occur during the growi ng season, April
through Septenber. As a rule, rainfall is anple
for good crop growmh and cones nostly in the form
of thunderstorms. Odinarily, the requirenents
for water supplies are adequately net by the
precipitation that is received. Annual snowfal |
is around 50 inches in Binghanton and above 85
inches at Edwin A. Link Field, some 10 mles to
the NNW and about 700 feet higher in elevation.
Most of the snow falls during the normal winter
nonths. However, heavy snows can occur as early
as Novenber and as late as April. Being adjacent
to the track of storns that nove through the St.
Law ence Vall ey, and being under the influence of
wi nds that sweep across Lakes Erie and Ontario to
the interior of the state, the area is subject to
much cl oudi ness and wnter snow flurries.

Furthernore, the conbination of a valley Ilocation
and surrounding hills produces nunerous advection
fogs which also reduce the anmount of sunshine
recei ved.

For the nost part, the winds at Binghanton have
northerly and westerly conponents. Tor nadoes,
al though rare, have struck in the Binghanton area.

The growing season averages 150 to 160 days.
Usual ly the last spring frost occurs during early
May, and the first frost in autum during early
Cct ober.
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
