BECKLEY
WEST VIRGINIA (KBKW)

The city of Beckley is located in the Appal achian
Mount ai ns about 30 niles northwest of the
hi gh ri dges t hr ough eastern West Virginia.
The Raleigh County Menorial Airport is on a
pl ateau about 2.5 miles east of the city. Beckley
is al nbst surrounded by distant peaks. The entire
area is on a broad plateau conposed of rough,
hilly ground and | ush vall eys. The generalized
2,000-foot contour line is about 25 mles to the
northwest and runs from southwest to northeast.
The generalized 3,000-foot contour is about 10
mles to the southeast and follows the general
configuration of the Appal achi ans.

One of the inportant results of this location is
that only the air reaching Beckley from the
northwest has had a trajectory which is prinmarily
upsl ope. When a northwesterly circul ation
persists follow ng the passage of a cold front,
clearing often is delayed because of the upslope
condi tions causing clouds. The downsl ope effect is
noticeable with an easterly circulation. When
this occurs, the weather often renmains clear over
Beckl ey even though the low stratus to the east
may obscure the ridges and be solid to the east of
these ridges. To a |esser degree, the upslope
effect fromthe northwest is largely responsible
for the formation of heavy fogs at the Beckley
Airport. Li kewi se, downslope notion resists
formation of fog when the flowis froman easterly
direction. The exception to this is a |light
sout heasterly flow which frequently produces fog
that is advected over the airport after formng
over the large lake in New River Valley. Snoke is
no problemdue to the lack of any source region.

Beckley has a clinmate characterized by sharp
tenperature contrasts, both seasonal and day to
day. The nonths of May through Septenber are

generally warm those of Novenber through March
nmoderately cold, with April and Cctober nonths of
fairly rapid transition. Cold waves occur on an
average of two or three times during the wnter,
but severe cold spells are sel dom of nobre than two
or three days duration. Below zero tenperatures,
as well as tenperatures in the 70s have been
recorded during wnter nmonths. A low of -13
degrees may be expected once every |10 years and
-16 degrees once every 25 years. Summer hi ghs
near 90 degrees have occurred, contrasting wth
lows in the 30s during the same nonths. Highs
sel dom reach above the m d-80s. Cool nights are
common t hr oughout t he summer, with | owest
temperatures usually ranging from the 50s to the
| ow 60s.

Anpl e precipitation is well distributed throughout
the year. July has the highest nonthly average
whil e Cctober has the |owest average. Sumer
rainfall occurs nostly during thunderstorns or
showery precipitation, while the heaviest wnter
precipitation usually is associated with storns
originating to t he sout hwest and nmovi ng
northeastward over the Chio Valley. The formation
of storms in the eastern Gulf of Mexico which nove
up the east coast will sonetinmes bring heavy snow
to the Beckley area. Snowfall occurs chiefly from
Novenber through March and occasionally in Cctober
and April. The average seasonal snowfall is
greater than snowfall at stations to the west at
| ower el evations, and considerably Iess than the
totals for stations at higher elevations to the
east and northeast.
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
