BOSTON
MASSACHUSETTS (KBOS)

Cimte is the conposite of nunerous weather
el enent s. Thr ee i mport ant i nfl uences are
responsible for the main features of the Boston
climate. First, the latitude places the city in
the zone of prevailing west to east atnospheric
flow. Both polar and tropical air masses influence
the region. Secondly, Boston is situated on or
near several tracks frequently followed by |ow
pressure storm systenms. The weather fluctuates
regularly fromfair to cloudy to storny conditions
and assures an adequate amount of precipitation.
The third factor is the east-coast |ocation of
Boston. The ocean has a noderating influence on
tenperature extremes of winter and sumer.

Hot summer afternoons are frequently relieved by
the locally celebrated sea breeze, as air flows
inland fromthe cool water surface to displace the
warm air over the land. This refreshing east w nd
is nore commonly experienced along the shore than
in the interior of the city or the western
suburbs. In winter, under appropriate conditions

the severity of cold waves is reduced by the
nearness of the relatively warm ocean. The
average | ast occurrence of freezing tenperature in
spring is early April and the first occurrence of
freezing tenperature in autum is early Novenber.
I'n suburban areas, especially away fromthe coast,
these dates are later in spring and earlier in
autumm by up to one nonth in the nore susceptible
localities.

Boston has no dry season. Mbst growi ng seasons
have several shorter dry spells during which
irrigation for high-value crops may be useful.
Mich of the rainfall fromJune to Septenber cones
from showers and thunderstorns. During the rest
of the year, |ow pressure systens pass nore or
less regularly and produce precipitation on an
average of roughly one day in three. Coast al
storms, or northeasters, are prolific producers
of rain and snow. The main snow season extends
from Decenber through March. Peri ods when the
ground is bare or nearly bare of snow may occur at
any time in the winter.

Rel ative humi dity has been known to fall as |ow as
5 percent but such desert dryness is very rare.
Heavy fog occurs on an average of about two days
per nonth with its preval ence increasing eastward
fromthe interior of Boston Bay to the open waters
beyond.

Al t hough wi nds of 30 nph or higher nay be expected
on at least one day in every nonth of the year,
gales are both nore commobn and nore severe in
wi nter.
