MAINE (KCAR)

The Caribou Minicipal Airport is |ocated in
Aroost ook County, the largest and northernnost
county in the state. The airport lies on top of
hi gh I and which is about on the sane | evel as nost

of the surrounding gently rolling hills. The
Aroost ook River, which runs about 1 nmile to the
east and southeast of the station, has little

effect on the local weather. Even though Caribou
is located only 150 miles fromthe Atlantic coast,
its climate can be justly classed as a severe

typi cal conti nent al type. Wnters are
particularly 1ong and wi ndy, and seasonal
snowfalls averaging over 100 inches are not
unusual . While the extrene |low tenperatures may

be | ess severe than one m ght expect, tenperatures
of zero or lower normally occur over 40 tinmes per
year. A study of heating degree day data wll
show the outstandi ng part that cold weather plays
here.

Summers are cool and generally favored with

abundant rainfall, which is one of the nost
inmportant factors in the high yield of the potato
and grain crops throughout the county. Qur

location high up in the St. Lawence Valley allows
Aroost ook County to conme under the influence of
the Summer Polar Front, resulting in practically
no dry periods of nore than 3 or 4 days in the
growi ng season. The growing season at Caribou
averages nore than |20 days, with the average | ast
freeze in the spring in md-My and the average
first freeze in autum in | ate Septenber.

Autumm clinmate is nearly ideal, with nostly sunny
warm days and crisp cool nights predom nating.
Aroost ook County, even with its relatively short
growi ng season, provides profitable farm ng. The
principal crops are potatoes, peas, a variety of
grains, and sone hardy vegetabl es.

Probably unknown to nmany victinms of hay fever and
simlar afflictions, the imediate Caribou area
offers sparkling visibility and relatively
pollen-free air in the late summer nonths. Thi s
latter condition is principally due to t he
extremely high degree of cultivation of al |
avai |l abl e | and.
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
