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EUGENE
OREGON (KEUG)

Eugene is located at the upper or southern end of
the fertile WIllanette Valley. Mahl on  Sweet
Field, location of the National Wather Service
Ofice, is 9 mles northwest of the city center.
The Cascade Muwuntains to the east and the Coast
Range to the west bound the valley, and low hills
to the south nearly close it, but northward the
level valley floor broadens rapidly. Hills of the
rolling, wooded Coast Range begin about 5 niles
west of the airport and rise to elevations of
1,500 to 2,500 feet m dway between Eugene and the
Pacific Ocean lying 50 miles to the west. About
10 mles east, the Coburg Hills, rising to an
elevation of 2,500 feet, obscure the snow covered
peaks of the Cascade Range, which reach el evations
of 10,000 feet about 75 mles away. Abundant
nmoi sture and noderate tenperatures result in rapid
growth of evergreen tinmber and lunbering is a
maj or industry.

The Wllanette River passes about 5 niles east of
the airport. The Fern Ridge flood control
reservoir, with a nornal area of 96360 acres,
begi ns about 2 miles southwest. These two water
areas are the main sources of local fog, but
nunerous snall creeks and | ow places, which fill
with water in the wet season, also produce
consi derabl e fog. The Coast Range acts as a
barrier to coastal fog, but active storms cross
these ridges with little hindrance. The Cascade
Range bl ocks westward passage of all but the
strongest continental air nmasses, but when air
does flowinto the valley fromthe east, dry, hot
weat her devel ops in sunmmer causing an extrene fire
hazard. In winter this situation causes clear,
sunny days and cool, frosty nights.

The centers of | ow barometric pressure, w th which
rain is associated, generally pass inland north of
Eugene and as a result southwest wi nds with speeds
of 10 to 20 nph wusually acconmpany rainfall.
Heavi er storns bring winds of 30 to 40 nph and
occasi onal sout hwest wi nds exceeding 50 nph are
experienced. Fair weather in both sumrer and
winter is nost often acconpanied by calm nights
and daytine northerly winds increasing to speeds
of 5to |5 nmph in the afternoon.

The first fall rains wusually arrive during the
second or third week of Septenber, after which
rain gradually increases until about the first of
January and then slowy decreases to the latter
part of June. July and August are normally very
dry, occasionally passing w thout rainfall. When
snow occurs, it frequently nelts on contact with
the ground or within a few hours, but occasionally
an accunmul ation of a fewinches will persist as a
ground covering for several days. Snowfall for a
w nter season exceeds 5 inches in about one-third
of the years.

Tenperatures are so largely controlled by maritine
air from the Pacific that 1long peri ods of
extremely hot or severely cold weather never
occur. Tenperatures of 95 degrees or higher have
occurred only in the nonths of June, July, August,
and Septenber, and average three days a year.

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
Cctober 25 and the average | ast occurrence in the
spring is April 24.
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
