NORTH DAKOTA (KFAR)

Moor head, M nnesota, and Fargo are twin cities in
the Red River Valley of the north. The Red River
of the north flows northward between the two
cities and is a part of the Hudson Bay drainage
area. The Red River is approximately 2 mles east
of the airport at its nearest point and has no
significant effect on the weather. In recent
years, spring floods due to nelting snow have been
common. Summer floods caused by heavy rains are
i nfrequent.

The surroundi ng terrain is flat and open.

Nort herly wi nds blowi ng up the valley occasionally
causing low cloudiness and fog. However, this
upsl ope cl oudi ness is very infrequent. Aside from
this, there are no pronounced clinatic differences
due to geographical features in the inmediate
ar ea.

The summers are generally confortable with very
few days of hot and hum d weat her. Nights, wth
few exceptions, are confortably cool. The winter
months are cold and dry with tenperatures rising
above freezing only on an average of six days each
nmonth, and nighttime |ows dropping below zero
approxi mately half of the tine.

Precipitation is the npst inportant climatic
factor in the area. The Red River Valley lies in
an area where lighter ampbunts fall to the west and
heavi er ambunts to the east. Seventy-five percent
of the precipitation occurs during the grow ng
season (April to Sept enber) and is often
acconpani ed by electrical storms and heavy falls
in a short time. Wnter precipitation is light,
indicating that heavy snowfall is the exception
rather than the rule. The first light snowin the
fall occasionally falls in Septenber, but wusually
very little, if any, occurs wuntil Cctober or
Novenber. The latest fall is generally in April.

Wth the flat terrain, surface friction has little
effect on the wind in the area and this fact has
led to the | egendary Dakota blizzards. Strong
winds with even light snowfall cause much drifting
and blowing snow, reducing visibility to near
zero. Fortunately, these conditions occur only
several times during the winter nonths.
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
