ARIZONA (KINW)

Wnslowis located in the Little Colorado River
Val ley. The adjacent terrain rises gradually in
all directions except to the north-northwest al ong
the river. The Wiite Muuntain area, 100 nmles to
the southeast, rises to over 11,000 feet. To the
south and west the Mgollon R m averages very
close to 8,000 feet above sea level, while 60
mles to the northwest the San Francisco Peaks
rise to 12,655 feet.

The surrounding high terrain has a considerable
ef fect upon the climte and weather of the W nsl ow

area. It acts as a barrier to the novenent of
|l owl evel noist air currents, as well as to cold
wintertinme air masses fromthe plains states. As

a consequence, the climate is very dry and
relatively mld for the latitude and el evati on.

The el evation of Wnslow and the generally clear
skies tend to create a large diurnal tenperature
variation during all seasons. Below zero readings
occur during the winter nonths about one year in
three. Daytine tenperatures over 70 degrees have
been recorded during all winter nmonths. Summrer
days are warmw th tenperatures of 90 degrees or
hi gher occurring frequently from late My to
m d- Sept enber . Because of the extrenmely |ow
hum dity, however, the high daytinme tenperatures
are quite confortable. The air cools rapidly
after sunset so that nights are generally cool
during the sumrer nonths.

Monthly and annual precipitation is extrenely
variable in amount. Mdist air carried aloft over
the surrounding nmountains fromthe Gulf of Mexico
and the Pacific Ocean during the sumrer and early
fall hel ps produce the major portion of the annual
precipitation. The lifting of the noist air over
the nountains and the intense surface heating of
the sparsely covered |ower elevations causes
consi derabl e thunderstorm activity during this

sunmmer peri od. Snowfall during the wnter is
generally light, and because of warm daytine
tenmperatures, it soon nelts. The annual snowfall

is about 10 inches, but occasionally a wnter
season will pass with only a trace being recorded.
Wth the annual precipitation averaging about 7
inches, agricultural activity in the vicinity of
Wnslow is restricted to snall irrigated tracts.
The non-irrigated land is used nostly for wnter
range purposes.

More than 270 days during the year are clear or
only partly cloudy. The average growing period is
186 days.

During the spring nonths, occasional high w nds
pi ck up considerable dust. During the late fall
and winter nonths the prevailing wind direction is
fromthe southeast, while in the spring and sunmer
nonths the w nds blow primarily from the
sout hwest. Destructive weather such as tornadoes
and ice stornms rarely occur.
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
