MICHIGAN (KLAN)

The climate at Lansi ng al ternates bet ween
continent al and sem -marine, dependi ng on
met eor ol ogi cal conditions. The marine type is due
to the influence of the Geat Lakes and is
governed by the force and direction of the w nd.
When there is little or no wnd, the weather
becones continental in character, which neans
pronounced fluctuation in tenperature, hot weather
in sunmmer and severe cold in winter. On the other
hand, a strong wind fromthe Lakes may i nmedi ately
transformthe weather into a semi-narine type

Since | arge bodies of water are |ess responsive to
tenperature changes, the Geat Lakes hold the
winter cold longer in the spring and the summer
heat longer in the fall than do the land areas
This fact is illustrated by Ilooking at sone
monthly mean tenperatures at Lansing as conpared
to simlar latitudes west of the Lakes. Such a
conpari son shows cool er sumers and nilder winters
in Lansi ng because of the |ake effect.

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
Septenber 30 and the average |ast occurrence
inthe spring is May 13

Precipitation is fairly well distributed through
the year, and no conspi cuous annual variation is
not ed, although there is about 1 inch less per
month in wnter than in summer. The heavier
amounts in sumrer occur in thunderstorms. The
wettest nonths are My and June. Snowfall for
Lansing is noderate, averaging about 52 inches per
year.

There are alnost twice as many cloudy days as
cl ear days throughout the year. Much cl oudi ness
prevails during the winter season, but sunshine is
abundant during the summer nonths. Simlarly

relative humdity remains rather high during the
winter, but is only noderate in summer

Tornadoes sonetinmes occur in this area, but their
frequency is less than in states farther to the
south and west. Destructive thunder and w nd
storns are not uncommon. Fl ooding of streans and
rivers in the upper grand Basin occurs in about
one year out of three, wth floods causi ng
consi derabl e danage in about one year out of ten
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
