LYNCHBURG
VIRGINIA (KLYH)

Lynchburg is situated in the valley of the Janes
Ri ver, and on the eastern edge of the Blue Ridge
Mountains. The terrain is definitely hilly, wth
sheltered valleys which are visited by early
autumm and |l ate spring frosts. The climate is
usual ly a pleasant one, being neither too hot in
the summer, nor too cold in the winter. Rai nf al |
is fairly evenly distributed throughout the year,
but there is a distinct summertine rainfall,
occasi oned by afternoon thunderstorms.

Spring nmakes itself felt in Mrch, when the nean
nonthly tenperature increases about 7 degrees over
the February tenperature. Autum rapidly cones in
Cct ober, which shows about a |0 degree drop bel ow
the Septenber nean. The approaching autunmm season
brings periods of tw to three days of cloudy,
cool weather, wth high humdity and light rain
or drizzle. In mdwnter, however, after the
passage of a cold front, dry invigorating air,
with clear skies, is the rule in Lynchburg. There
are occasi onal snow showers, but the mountains to
the imedi ate west act as a barrier and shelter
the area frommany storns and hi gh w nds.

The nmountains also act as a barrier to extrenely
cold weather. Tenperatures have fallen bel ow zero
only on a few days, and 100 degree heat is
almost as rare, although this mark has been
exceeded in the nmonths of May through Septenber.

Geat variation in tenperature is quite frequently
noted during clear, still nights in the wnter
months. On sone such nights, differences of as
much as 10-15 degrees occur between the |ow
val l eys and the higher terrain.

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
Cct ober 23 and the average | ast occurrence in the
spring is April 13.
