NORFOLK
NEBRASKA (K OFK)

Norfolk is located in northeastern Nebraska, in
the valley of the El khorn River. The city of
Norfolk Ilies at an average el evation of 1,550 feet
above sea |evel. The surrounding country is

moderately rolling in all directions. The terrain
becones nore level to the south and southwest.
Norfolk is situated near the western limt of the
Corn Belt. To the east the climate and soils are
favorable for diversified farm ng and dairying. To
the west precipitation becones lighter, and the
farm ng country gives way to the grazing | ands of
the Great Plains. There are no |ocal topographic
features of sufficient inportance to affect the
climate of the area

Nort heast Nebraska has a clinmate typical of the
interior of large continents in nmddle |atitudes

The rainfall is noderate. Sumers are hot and
winters cold, and there are great variations in
tenperature and precipitation fromday to day and
from season to season. Mdst of the noisture which
falls over this area is brought in from the «Culf
of Mexico. The rapid changes in tenperature are
caused by the interchange of warm air from the
south and southwest with cold air fromthe north

The rapid day to day changes in weather conditions
produce an invigorating and healthful climte in
nort heast Nebraska

Daily tenperature ranges of 30 to 40 degrees are
not unconmon. Summertine precipitation is al nost
wholly in the formof showers and thunderstorns.
Practically all precipitation in the col der nonths
is in the formof snow. As a rule, nearly 85
percent of the snowfall occurs from Decenber to
March and the ground is covered by snow during
this period.

Norfolk is subject to the strong and persistent
wi nds which prevail over the Geat Plains states

Wnds of 40 to 50 nph are not wuncommon in this
area, and gusts up to 100 nph have been recorded
at Norfolk. Prevailing winds are from the south
and southwest from My through Septenber, with
prevailing northwesterly  wi nds during t he
remai nder of the year

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
Cct ober 5 and the average |l ast occurrence in the
spring is May 1
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
