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PADUCAH
KENTUCKY (KPAH)

Paducah is in western Kentucky, in Low Hills and
Bott om Area of the Jackson Purchase Region. It
lies on level to gently rolling open terrain on
the banks of the Chio just west of the point
were the Tennessee River, the largest tributary
of the OChio, flows into the Chio River. The city
is about 20 niles west of the large recreational
area which includes Kentucky Lake, Land Between
the Lake, and Barkley Lake. Paducah is the county
seat of McCracken county and |lies along the

nort heast border of the county. This summary is
representative of Paducah and the general area.

The climate is tenperate with noderately cold
winters and warm humid sunmers. Tenperature,
rainfall and humdity remain within limts
agreeable to man and suitable for varied plant
and animal life. Al seasons are marked by

weat her changes that conme from passi ng weat her
fronts and associ ated centers of high and | ow
pressure. This activity is least in the spring
and sumrer nonths, sonewhat greater in the fall,
and greatest in the winter and early spring.
Tenperatures depart |east fromthe average during
the period of mininumactivity and vary fromthe
average nost during the period of greatest
activity.

Precipitation is fairly well distributed
thriughout the year, with no wet season and dry
season. The nmonth of COctober usually has the

|l east rainfall. Annual free-water evaporation,
i.e. fromshallow | akes and from ponds, average
about 37 inches, about 9 inches less than the
average annual precipitation. About 75%of this
evaporation occurs during the 6-nmonth period
May- Cct ober .

Periods of dry and wet weather (bel ow or above
average) do occur. O the m d-seasonal nonths,
January in 1 out of 10 years has |less than 29%
of average and in 1 out of 5 years has |ess
than 46% of average. April, July and Cctober
in 1 out of 10 years has less than 31 to 49% of
average, and in 1 out of 5 years |ess than 49
to 54% of average. In 1 out of 10 years
January has an anmount greater than 2.3 tines
the average anount, the other m d-seasonal

nmont hs having amounts greater than 1.6 to 2.1
times the average anounts.

Snowfall is quite variable fromyear to year.
Some winters have little. The greatest annual
total for the period of record was 37.7 inches
in 1960. The |east recorded was 0 in 1953 and
1957. Thunderstorns occur on average of 52
days a year. They are nost frequent in the
spring and sumer nonths but can occur in any
nmont h.

Wnds flow nost frequently fromthe south to
sout hwest. Wnd speeds average from6 to 8 nph
May through Cctober and 9 to 11 nph Novenber
through April.

Rel ative humidity and sunshine records are

not available for this location, but estimtes
for these el enents are possible from data.

Rel ative humidity rises and falls in a

manner opposite to that of tenperature during
the typical day, with the highest humdity

usual Iy occurring with the mni mumtenperature,
and the lowest humidity usually with the highest
temperature of th day.

The grow ng season (defined as the nunber of
days between the last spring and the first
fall tenperature of 32 degrees) average
about 209 days. The season is 230 days or
more in 10% of the years, and 220 days in
25% of the years.

This area has a favorabl e and noderate cliante,
wi th many of the days of the year being nearly
ideal in tenperature. The fall season has

many mld, sunny days and is consi dered one

of the better times of the year for outdoor
activities.
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
