POCATELLO
IDAHO (KPIH)

Pocatello is located in the Snake River Valley at
the mouth of Portneuf Canyon at an elevation of
about 4,500 feet above sea |evel. A desert
conposed of sand, |lava rock, and craters, extends
to the west, while to the east the ground Ievel
rises steadily towards t he crests of t he
Continental Divide. Agricul ture, whi ch is
practiced extensively in the Snake River Valley,
depends upon irrigation for all crops because
rainfall during the gr owi ng season is
insufficient.

Except in autumm, which is the season of the
finest weather in Pocatello, the main feature of
the climate is its variety. In winter there are
frequent periods of persistent southwest wi nd,
with a resulting mldness that matches the winters
of the north Pacific Coast. There are al so periods
of several days when the tenperature stays bel ow
freezing and approaches or falls bel ow zero.

During cold periods, precipitation falling as snow
occasionally accunul ates to a depth of a foot or
nor e. Cloudy and unsettled weather prevails
throughout the winter, wth neasurable amounts of
precipitation on about one-third of the days.

In the spring there is a gradual war m ng.
Normal |y, spring nobnths are the wettest and
windiest. Wnds of 20 to 30 nph for days at a
tinme are conmon.

The sumrer season begins with a relatively sudden
break in the di sagreeable spring weather. Hone
heating, usually discontinued about the first of
June, is sonetines needed intermttently until the

first part of July. Suitable weather for outside
evening activities is very uncertain during June,
even though the afternoons may be mild. As night
falls, the tenperature often drops rapidly into

the 40s, acconpanied by a chilling wind from
snows renmi ning on the nearby nountains. Duri ng
the summer, precipitation usually falls as |Iocal

showers, often acconpanied by light to npderate
thunderstorms and occasionally by hail. Damage by
excessive precipitation, lightning, high wnds, or

hail is wuncommon and quite localized. Long

periods of extrenely hot weather in July and
August are also unconmon. Al t hough afternoon
tenperatures may run into the 90s, nights are
usual 'y cool .

Exceptionally fine weather predonmi nates during the
aut umm season. The sudden summer showers are
gradual |y repl aced by short periods of cloudy and
unsettled weather with nore general rains.
Continuous honme heating is not needed unti |
m d- Cctober. Evenings during Septenber are ideal
for outdoor activities, and pleasant afternoons
are the rule until toward the end of Novenber.
The first cold wave may appear during late
Novenber but usually not until |ate Decenber.

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
Septenber 20 and the average |last occurrence in
the spring is May 20.
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
