The climate of Rockford is characterized by hot
summers and cold winters.

When winter northeasterly winds blow across Lake
M chi gan, cloudiness often is increased in the
Rockford area, and tenperatures are sonewhat
hi gher than those westward around the M ssissippi
River. Conversely, in sumer, the cooling effect
of Lake Mchigan sonmetinmes is felt as far westward
as Rockford.

VWi le 34 percent of the precipitation occurs in
the three summer nonths of June to August, and 64
percent in the six nonths, April to Septenber, no
month averages | ess than 4 percent of the annual
total .

Though summers may be described as hot, seldom
does oppressive heat prevail for extended peri ods.
In general, the sumers are pl easant.

Wnters are cold. Snow cover is adequate for
diversified wnter sports, and usual l'y is
continuous fromlate Decenber through February.

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
Cctober 11 and the average |ast occurrence in the
spring is April 29.
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
