SOUTH BEND
INDIANA (K SBN)

South Bend is |ocated on the Saint Joseph River in
the northern portion of Saint Joseph County,
situated on nostly level to gently rolling terrain
and sonme former marshland. Drainage for the area
is through the Saint Joseph River and Kankakee
Ri ver.

South Bend is under the climatic influence of Lake
M chigan with its nearest shore 20 miles to the
northwest. The |ake has a noderating effect on
the tenperature. Tenperatures of 100 degrees or
higher are rare and cold waves are |less severe
than at nmany locations at the sane latitude. This
results in favorable conditions for orchard and
veget abl e grow h.

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
Cctober 18 and the average |ast occurrence in the
spring is May 1.

Precipitation is fairly evenly di stributed
throughout the year wth the greatest anounts
during the growi ng season. The predom nant show
season is from Novenber through March, although
there are also generally lighter anobunts in
Cct ober and April.

Wnter is marked by considerable cloudiness and
rather high hum dity along with frequent periods
of snow. Heavy snowfalls, resulting from a cold
nort hwest wi nd passing over Lake M chigan are not
unconmon.
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
