Port Arthur is located on the flat Coastal Plain
in the extrene southeast corner of Texas. The
climte is a mxture of tropical and tenperate
zone conditions

Sea breezes prevent extrenely high tenperatures in

the summer, except on rare occasions. The area
lies far enough south so that <cold air nasses
modify in severity but still provide freezing

tenperatures up to six tines a year.

H gh humidity is the result of fairly evenly
distributed high normal rainfall and prevailing
southerly winds fromthe Gulf of Mexico

Cloudy, rainy weather is nmpst comon in the
winter. Only slightly nore than half the winters
record even a trace of sleet or snow Heavy
rainfall in summer occurs in short duration
thunderstorns and in infrequent tropical storns.

Sl ow noving systens in the spring and fall often
result in three to five days of storny weather and
heavy rain. The |lightest precipitation wusually
occurs in March and Cctober. Funnel clouds and
wat er spouts are common near the coast. The area
enjoys approximately 60 percent of possi bl e
sunshi ne

Fog, nost frequent in midwi nter and early spring

israre in summer. |t usually dissipates before
noon, but occasionally under stagnant conditions
lasts a day or two. Along the immediate coast,
fog usually does not form until daybreak, but
inland it may form before m dnight.

The average wi nd novenent is near || nph. Except
for severe storms and tropical disturbances, w nd
sel dom exceeds 45 nph. It exceeds 30 nmph on only
about 40 days in any one year

The climate is favorable for outdoor activities
t hroughout the vyear. The abundant rainfall
nmoderate tenperatures, and the short period of
tenperatures below freezing are particularly
favorable for farming and |Ilivestock production
Heavi est rain usually falls in the sunmer when
needed for rice. The conparatively dry harvest
season sinplifies the gathering of rice and feed
crops. Cattle on the open range of the coasta
marshes need little supplenental f eedi ng or
protection. |nproved pastures are easily provided
because of the noderate tenperatures and abundant
rainfall.
