The Tri-State Airport is near the confluence of
the Chio and Big Sandy Rivers, located on a
man- made pl ateau constructed by cutting the tops
off several hills and filling intervening valleys.
The elevation of the ground at the National
Weat her Service Ofice is 260 feet higher than at
the Federal Building in downtown Huntington.

The tenperature record for the valley locations is
not conpatible with that for the airport, which is
general ly cool er throughout the year. The sumer
season is noderately warm and humid, wth the
valley locations considerably warner and nore
hum d than the Tri-State Airport site. The winter
months are noderately cold, wth an occasional
severe cold wave | asting a few days. The four
seasons are nearly equal in length and autum is
the nost pleasant, with warm days and cool nights.

The heaviest rainfall occurs in July and August,
mostly in thunderstornms, and flash floods are
common in the area. The wnter rainfall occurs
nostly prior to and with a frontal passage and
frequently lasts fromtwo to four days, causing
frequent general flooding on all streans.

Snow sel domrenains on the ground nore than two
days in the valleys. However, at higher elevations
surrounding the airport, roads are frequently
bl ocked for several days during the w nter nonths.
