NORFOLK
VIRGINIA (KORF)

The city of Norfolk, Virginia, is |ocated near
the coast and the southern border of the state.
It is alnmost surrounded by water, wth t he
Chesapeake Bay i nmedi ately to the north, Hanpton
Roads to the west, and the Atlantic Ccean only 18
mles to the east. It is traversed by nunerous
rivers and waterways and its average elevation
above sea level is |3 feet. There are no nearby

hilly areas and the land is low and | evel
t hroughout the city. The climate is generally
mari ne. The geographic location of the city

with respect to the principal storm tracks, is
especially favorable, being south of the average
path of storns originating in the higher |atitudes
and north of the usual tracks of hurricanes and
other tropical storms.

The winters are usually mld, while the autum and
spring seasons usually are delightful. Sunmer s,
though warm and | ong, frequently are tenpered by
cool periods, often associated with northeasterly
winds off the Atlantic. Tenperatures of 100
degrees or higher occur infrequently. Extreme cold
waves sel dom penetrate the area and tenperatures
of zero or below are alnpst nonexistent. Wnters
pass, on occasion, w thout a neasurable amount of
snowfall. Mst of the snowfall in Norfolk is |ight
and generally nelts within 24 hours.

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
Novenber 17 and the average |last occurrence in
the spring is March 23.
