Astoria is ringed by |ow nountains on the north,
east, and south. On the west, the area is open
to the Pacific Ocean at the nouth of the Col unbia
River. North of the station, 8 to 2 niles
di stant, the Washington hills riseto 1,000 to
1,200 feet. Maxi mum visibility is 19 mles
north-northeastward to the WIllapa Hills.
East-northeastward 2 to 4 niles, the Astoria hills
rise to 600 feet. East - sout heastward 4 to 14
m |l es, consecutively, rise other ridges of the
Coast Ranges, and southeastward is the nost
promi nent | andmark, Saddle Mountain, 3,283 feet
high. Forests cover npost of the uplands. From
Seaside northward to the south bank of t he
Colunbia are 18 mles of sandy beaches, and
a2to3 mle wde stretch of dune |ands.

The airport sits by the south bank of the Col unbia
estuary, west of Youngs Bay, on the flood plain
or tidal flats. Low dikes prevent flooding and
i ncrease the bog-like characteristics of the
area. Wwen air tenperature falls below water
tenperature, fog forns easily, or rolls in from
the ocean, river, or bay. This wusually begins
fromlate afternoon to early norning, and nay
persist well into the following day. During the
sunmer nonths, sea breezes conmonly blow up the
river by noon and stop the diurnal rise in
tenperature. In winter, cold air nay funnel down
the Colunbia fromthe interior.

Weat her hazards occasional Iy occur. For flying,
the greatest are fog and gales. Even with
noderate surface velocities, wind and turbulence
at 800 feet may be severe enough to upset a heavy
plane. Even in fair weather, wind and wave may
conbi ne to produce a type of breaker known as the
wi dow maker and swanp a boat. Heavy rains
i nundate | owl ands, and high tides aggravated by
gal es may push seawater across highways or up
beaches. Rains may cause earthslides, nostly in
hi ghway cuts. Lightning strikes are rare.
Showers of ice pellets may briefly whiten the
ground during many of the nmonths. Cccasionally in
winter there may be rather brief periods of
freezing tenperatures, with snow or ice.

The climate is generally healthful, except for
danpness and a lack of sunshine in wnter.
Heat waves are unconmon and usual l'y brief. Soi |
