NORTH PLATTE
NEBRASKA (K LBF)

The climate of North Platte is characterized
t hroughout the year by frequent rapid changes in
the weather. During the winter, nost North
Pacific lows cross the country north of North
Pl atte. The passage usually brings little or no
snowfall, and only a noderate drop in tenperature.
Only when there is a major outbreak of cold air
from Canada does the tenperature fall to zero or
bel ow. The duration of bel owzero tenperature is
hardly nore than two nornings, and by the third or
fourth day the tenperature is ordinarily rising to
the 40s or higher. Snowfall at the onset of a
cold outbreak is usually |less than 2 inches.

Only when a low noves from the middle Rockies
through Nebraska, allowi ng easterly winds to draw
noi st air into the low circulation, does snowfall
of appreciable anbunts occur. Few of these storns
nove slowly enough, or are intense enough, to
deposit nuch precipitation in the North Platte
ar ea. However, during sone wnters the cold
outbreak and intense low from the m d-Rockies
conbi ne to produce severe cold and snow several
inches in dept h, with blizzard condi tions
following. During and after these snowfalls and

blizzards, rail and highway traffic may be
stalled until the snow is cleared. W despr ead
loss of unsheltered livestock and wld life

results fromsuch conditions.

The sudden and frequent weather changes of the
wi nter continue through spring wth decreasing
intensity of tenperature changes but increasing
precipitation. The summer and fall nonths bring
frequent changes fromhot to cool weather. Most
summer and fall precipitation is associated wth
thunderstorns, so the anounts are extrenely
variable. The surrounding area is occasionally
damaged by locally severe winds and hail storns.

Tenperatures may reach into the upper 90s and
|l ower 100s frequently during the sunmer nonths,
but the elevation and clear skies bring rapid
cooling after sunset to lows in the 60s or below
by daybreak. Since the humdity is generally |ow,
the extrenely hot days of sumrer are not
unconf ort abl e.

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
Septenber 24 and the average |last occurrence in
the spring is May 11.
