WENO ISLAND
PACIFIC (PTKK)

Truk Atoll, located in the Western Pacific about
500 mles north of the equator, is conprised of
nurmerous snall coral and high volcanic islands
scattered over a |large | agoon and surrounded by a
125 mle-long barrier reef. Men Island, roughly
triangular in shape and 7.3 square mles in area,
is the second | argest of the |19 volcanic islands.
I'ts highest point is Munt Teroken, which rises to
an elevation of 1,214 feet, and has dense,
tropical forests covering its upper reaches and
smal | streans descending its sl opes.

The Weather Station is situated on northwestern
Mben about 300 feet east of Truk Lagoon and
i mredi ately south of the approach end of the
ai rport runway.

A steep-sided 754 foot hill lies a short distance
northeast of the Weather Station, and a northeast
to southwest trending nountain ridge, of which
Mount Teroken is part, to the east. In funneling
bet ween these high points, the northeasterly trade
wi nds are deflected to north-northeasterly, and at
times generate local eddies with a southerly
conponent near the Weather Station.

From about Novenber to June the climate of Truk is
chiefly influenced by the northeasterly trade
wi nds, with average nonthly speeds of 8 to 12
m | es per hour. By about April, however, the
trades begin to weaken, and by July have given way
to the lighter and nobre variable wnds of the
dol drums. Between July and Novenber the island is
frequently under t he i nfluence of t he
Intertropical Convergence Zone which has noved
northward into the area. This is also the season
when noi st southerly  w nds and tropi cal
di sturbances, many of them associated with the
| TCZ, are nost frequent and when humidities are
of ten oppressively high.

Rai nfall at Truk averages about |40 inches a year.
Arelatively dry period occurs from January to
Mar ch, when nmont hly averages run bel ow 8.50 inches.
February is the driest nonth. Rai nfall varies
wi dely fromyear to year and seasonal ly. Annual
totals at Truk have been as |low as |20 inches and
as high as 180 inches, while even during the
ordinarily drier season of January to March, the
monthly rainfall has been as nuch as 24 inches in
i ndi vi dual years. However, it has also been |ess
than | inch, so that extended dry spells are not
unconmon.

The tenperature is remarkably uniform throughout
the year, wth | ess t han one- hal f degree
separating the averages of the warnmest and cool est
months. Wth highs in the md 80s and lows in
the md 70s, the daily range is about |0 degrees.
Tenperatures below 70 degrees are rare. Every
month has had a high tenperature of at least 90
degrees. Humi dities are high throughout the year.

Al though the major typhoon tracks of the Western
Pacific lie well to the north and west of Truk,
several of the storns have passed close to or over
the island within recent years. The storms have
caused widespread danmage to buildings and to
coconut palnms and other crops, as well as wave
damage to shorelines and coastal structures.
