KOTZEBUE
ALASKA (PAOT)

Kot zebue is located 26 mnmiles inside the Arctic
Circle and very near the north end of a long
narrow peni nsul a bounded on the north and west by
Kot zebue Sound and on the east by Hotham Inlet,
known locally as Kobuk Lake. These water bodies
produce a naritime type of clinmate when the water
is ice-free, which is roughly from late My to
| ate Cctober, although the western portion of the

sound is not conpletely frozen unti | about
Decenber and not conpletely free of ice again
until the middle of July. Local topography is

nearly uniformw th a general lowrelief, so that
there are no significant terrain barriers in the
imediate area to inpede surface air flow or
produce pronounced | ocal variations in tenperature
and precipitation. The nount ai nous Sewar d
Peninsula to the south, however, does deflect sone
| ow pressure systens which originate in or beyond
the Bering Sea area and nove toward this region.

During the ice-free period cloudy skies prevail,
fog occurs, daily tenperatures are relatively
uniform relative humdity is high, and westerly
wi nds predom nate. These normal conditions are
altered only by cyclonic storms or by pressure
systens strong enough to over come | ocal
circul ati on tendencies.

When the water surrounding the peninsula becones
frozen, the climatic characteristics approach the
continental type. The change from maritime to
appr oxi mat el y conti nent al condi tions becones
progressively nore pronounced as the ice cover
advances across the sound toward the Arctic Ccean.
A simlar, but inverse, change occurs as the ice
di m ni shes.

Average winter tenperatures are not as severe as
m ght be expected at this latitude. Cycloni c
storms and the influence of the Arctic Ccean,
which is often relatively free of ice, noderate
the winter tenperatures.

Precipitation is very light. Snow generally falls
in every nonth of the year except July and August.
The total for a normal year is 8 inches.

Cyclonic stornms are frequent, especially from
Cctober to April, and many of them are acconpani ed
by high winds and blizzard conditions during the
wi nter nonths. The absence of pr onounced
sheltering terrain results in uni npeded air
novenent throughout the year. W ndy weat her,
sonewhat characteristic of the area, results
largely from the numerous cyclonic storns and
uneven heat radiation of adjoining |and and water
ar eas.
