The earliest snowfalls have occurred in Septenber
and the latest in the spring have occurred as |ate
as May. Heavy snowfalls have rarely exceeded 20
i nches.

Based on the 1951-1980 period, the average first
occurrence of 32 degrees Fahrenheit in the fall is
October 20 and the average |ast occurrence in the
spring is April 24.
