PENSACOLA
FLORIDA (KPNS)

Pensacola is situated on a sonewhat hilly, sandy
sl ope which borders Pensacol a Bay, an expanse of
deep water several mles in wdth. The bay is
separated fromthe @ulf of Mexico by a |ong,
narrow i sland that forns a natural breakwater for
the harbor. Elevations in the city range from a
few feet above sea level to nore than 100 feet in
portions of the residential sections, and nost of
the city is well above stormtides.

The Gulf of Mexico, about 6 niles distant,
nmoderates the climte of Pensacola by tenpering
the cold Northers of winter and causing cool and
refreshing sea breezes during the daytine in
sunmer .

The average tenperature for the sutmer nonths is
around 80 degrees with an average daily range of
12. 5 degrees. Tenperatures of 90 degrees or higher
occur on the average of 39 times yearly. A
temperature of 100 degrees or higher occurs
occasionally. The average w nter tenperature is
inthe lowto md 50s with an average daily range
of 15.7 degrees. On the average, the tenperature
falls to freezing or below on only nine days of
the year. The average occurrence of the |ast
temperature as low as 32 degrees in spring is
m d- February, and the average earliest occurrence
in autum is early Decenber, naking the average
growi ng season 292 days. Severe cold waves are
rat her infrequent.

Rainfall is usually well distributed through the
year with the greatest frequency normally being in
July and August. The greatest nonthly rainfall
occurs, on average, in July and least in Cctober.
Mich of the rainfall in summer occurs during
the daylight hours and comes in the formof
thunderstorns, often producing excessive anounts.
Wnter rains are frequently lighter, but extend
over |onger periods. Snow has occurred in about
30 percent of the wnters but nmeasurabl e amounts
are | ess frequent.

A noderate sea breeze usually blows off the «Qulf
of Mexico during nmost of the day in sumer.
Seriously destructive hurricanes are occasionally
experienced in this vicinity but loss of life
is rare. Hurricanes have occurred from early
July to md-Cctober.
