On/Off Operation

Prass tha ted awitch gently for momentary IIQHLnu or unté it clicks bo actvate and
lock the UC35. Press again to turn the light off

Mode Selecting

With the lighl on, press the side switch o cydu through five diffarent brightness
levels in the order of Turbo— Eco —Low — * High.

Strobe

Press and hold the side switch for 1 second to enter into Strobe mode.

A single press on the side switch will retum the flashlight to general
lighting mode fram Strobe.

Intelligent Memery Cireuil

The Fenix UC35 memaorizes the last brightness level used in the general
mode, but it will not remember the Strobe modes. The next time you turn
the flashlight on, it will activate the last brightness leval you

Turbo Output

In Turbso gutput, the LED runs at the highest brightness and dischange rate.
Use of high quality batteries is recommended for peak performance. As a
high-perfarmance light, the UC35 accumulates significant heat while at
Turbo output, To protect the fight and uses, the UCI5 automatically drops
down into the High brightness level after running at Turbo output for
about five minutes. If further Turbo cutput is neoded, reset the fight with
the side switch. Be advised that prolonged Turbo output may reduce the
UC35 5 life span or cause permanent damage to the light.

High Output

To peolect the light and user, the UC3S autormalically dreps inlo the Mig
brightness kvl aftar warking in High output for about 30 minutes, if further High
output is neaded, resat the ght with tha side switch,

Low-voltage Warning Function

‘Winen the voltage level drops Delow the preset level, the UC3S is programmed to
downshift to 8 lower brightness leved. Whan this happans in Eco culput motsa,
the flashight binks three fmes every five minutes to rmmind you io eplace the
battery,

Charging

1 Preds the tail switch to turn off the flashlight. Then connect the USB
cable to a USE power adapter (sold separately), and remove the anti-dust
plug in the front of tha UC35 to reveal the charging port and plug the
Micro-USE end of the USE cable into the Bght' s charging port,

2 Press the tail switch to start the charging process. And the indicator
light turns red to indicate the charging process has bagun, The indicator
tums solid green when the battery is fully charged. It takes about 4.5
hours to fully charge a 3200mAh Li-ion 18650 battery (lab-tested by Fenix
using ARB-L2F rechargeable Li-ion battery)

3. Onee charging is complieted, press the tail switch to stop the charging
process and disconnect the USB cable from the light and be sure to secure
the anti-dust plug cover,

Battery Replacement

Urscrew the 123 cap o ingerl the batteries with the anode side (+) loward the
light's head, then screw the tail cap back on.

Usage and Maintenance

» Please don'l disassembie the sealed head, doing 80 can cause damage to
the Sashlighl and will void the warrany,

ane-half tum or taka out the battery to avoid urwanted operation.

Resson A: The baltery needs repiacing.

Sowtion: Replace a battsry (Plaase confirm the cormect orlentation of positive
and negative ends).

FReason 8: The threads, PCE board contact of other contacts are dirty.

Soution: Clean the contact portts with an alcohol soaked cotion swab.
