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ASB-13 Predator Management Incentive Program  
Department: Agricultural Service Board 

POLICY OBJECTIVE:  
 
For the primary purpose of protecting livestock against predation the County may implement a 
Predator Management Incentive Program, which will provide a monetary sum for the proof of a 
lawfully harvested coyote or wolf from within the boundaries of the County of St Paul. 
 
POLICY STATEMENTS:  
 
1.0 Implementation 

1.1 When deemed necessary, the ASB may recommend to Council an amount to be budgeted 
for a Predator Management Incentive Program.   

1.2 Should the Program receive funding the ASB shall: 

1.2.1 Establish a time period in which the program is offered to align with available budget, 

1.2.2 Provide compensation for proof of a lawfully harvested coyote or wolf to be paid at a 
rate as set out below:  

 (a) $20/coyote 
(b) $75/wolf 

1.3 The County reserves the right to modify the Program from time to time without  notice 
to the participants.  

2.0 Conditions of Participation   

2.1 The County’s Predator Management Incentive Program shall apply only to eligible predator 
species lawfully harvested within the corporate boundaries of the County of St. Paul No. 19 
during the approved program period, as defined annually. 

2.2 Eligible participants must: 

 (a) Be a resident of a community within the boundary of the County of St. Paul No. 19; 

 (b) Comply with all Program requirements, rules, and procedures as amended from time 
to time; 

 (c) Provide all required participant, harvest, and payment information at the time of 
submission, in the form and manner prescribed by the County; 

 (d) Provide acceptable proof of harvest and location, as required by the County, prior to 
payment; 

 (e)  Meet any additional eligibility requirements that may be established as a condition of 
external grant funding or partnership agreements supporting the Program. 
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2.3 Participants shall comply with all applicable Federal and Provincial legislation and 
regulations, including but not limited to the Wildlife Act, Firearms Act, Petty Trespass Act, 
and Alberta Hunting Regulations. 

2.4  The County may deny payment or participation where Program requirements, eligibility 
conditions, or applicable legislation are not complied with. 

2.5  Participation in the Program does not create any entitlement to payment. All payments are 
subject to available budget, verification by the County, and compliance with any applicable 
grant or partnership conditions.
